an bhfoireann chéanna, is féidir le paisti de gach aois agus cumas imirt le chéile, agus is féidir
le daoine fasta agus paisti pairt a ghlacadh sa chluiche le chéile. Mar sin, t4 Corr ina chluiche
an-shoisialta agus comhbhach, a chothaionn cinealtas, cairdeas, agus comhthathu. T4 sé ag
teacht go hiomlan lenar bpolasais “Bi Cinéalta” agus le Polasai Comhionannais na Gaelscoile..

Corr (Rounders) is a traditional Gaelic game and an integral part of the Irish Primary Physical
Education Curriculum. It promotes inclusion, teamwork, physical literacy, and social-emotional
development. The game's Gaelic roots make it especially relevant to Gaelscoil Phortlaoise, and it
is a very popular sport in County Laois.



Corr is an exceptionally inclusive game — boys and girls can play together on the same team,
children of all ages and abilities can participate side by side, and adults can even join in with
children. It is therefore a social, collegial, and kind sport that encourages friendship, empathy,
and togetherness. This aligns closely with our Bi Cinéalta (Be Kind) policy and our school's
inclusion and equality policy (comhionnanais).

Gaelscoil Phortlaoise is proud to be recognised as a School of Belonging — “Ni Neart go Cur
le Chéile!” Corr brings these shared values to life both on and off the field.

The referee (or umpire) plays a vital role in Corr. He or she ensures that the rules are followed, that
fairness is maintained, and that a positive atmosphere is upheld for all players. Pupils in Gaelscoil
Phortlaoise will learn that they must always respect the referee’s decisions, even if they feel disappointed
or aggrieved at times. They will be taught that accepting the referee s decision gracefully and continuing
to play in the spirit of respect and sportsmanship is an essential part of the game.
